Houses painting and Dues
At the 2025 annual meeting there was a lot of comments and concern that the painting scheduled for 2026 not being needed.  The board agrees, and has delayed the painting of houses for one year. Airbnb and VRBO
Concern for this in our neighborhood was brought up at the annual meeting. As stated in the meeting. The board has no issues with this. as long as the neighborhood and city rules are being followed. 
Yard signs
Long term yard signs are to be placed in the established flower beds to not interfere with the mowers. Any new sign requires an ACR approved.
Final Fall Clean up
Yard market will be doing a ﬁnal fall cleanup of the leaves sometime in the month of November or December. This is a moving target as they continue to watch for the leaves to be down and incoming snow.
Snow Removal. 
Yard Market will remove snow fall that exceeds 2 inches in our area. Please note if we only get an inch and a half and it drifts, they will not be out, it is based on snow fall. They will begin to clear after the snow is over. Keep in mind each time they come out we the HOA is charged. 
Yard Market does not have to clear driveways containing vehicles for liability reasons. If you have a vehicle in the driveway, they will still clear your front stoop and sidewalk if the vehicle is not blocking those areas. 
Per Omaha Code, your sidewalk needs to be cleared edge to edge, not just one path down the middle. The City of Omaha is responsible for clearing the neighborhood streets of snow.

Low Trees

Any complaints of low hanging tree branches over sidewalks being less than 8 foot can be addressed through the mayor hotline by phone or web.
