Have all clippings blown off the street, driveways, and walks so it doesn’t
end up in the lake.

If
you have not received yours, call any board member or Sage to get one sent to
your correct address. To date, 33% of residents have paid their 2026 dues and
along with the dues we have received 20 donations for the park project. Thanks
to all! Also 4 of the delinquent dues have been brought up to date; | hope this
continues to be a trend.

Ballots for new board members were included with the invoice mail. You can
give your ballot to any board member, mail to Sage or scan and email to Sage.
