March Minutes:   Troy - moved.    Craig -seconded. Approved-all

Treasurer's report: Dorothy Beer
Donations for Park Project   4/13/26   24 donations = $7118.  Group decided to promote continued fundraising at the pancake event. 

March’s Budget Comparison
Income:  
Income for the month was $36,945.94, in dues and $899 in donations for the park project,for a total of $37,745.94.   

Expenses:
Total expenses for the month were $1,698.16.  This was comprised of Utilities, Grounds, and  Management fees.
Cash Assets were $258,285.70 at the end of the month.  Included in the cash assets are Operating Funds and Savings of $123,472.52 and Lake Reserve Fund $26,866.10 and a Lake Reserve CD of $107, 947.08.  
Steve explained that the lake account last year was $3474 over budget last year.  We transferred money from lake reserve to general at end of year.  In January we voted to use the lake reserve and any unused lake budget from this year for the park project if needed.  Result, we are good and don’t need to transfer any lake money.  Meeting minutes should show this action.  
Association dues were due March 1st and became delinquent March 31st. As of today, there are 78 homeowners with delinquent dues totaling $26,051.67. Second notices will be sent.  There were 24 delinquents at the end of December.  Of those 14 liens were filed.  There have been an additional 7 liens filed for a total of 21.


Approval of Treasurer's report.  Troy motioned.  Craig seconded. Approved all.

Grounds- Craig O'Connor: 
132nd Roundabout – The light pole has been replaced and is now operating correctly but we do not have power to the roundabout.   
Steve has met Universal Electric to get a quote to get power to the round about.   
Items Pending on better weather: 
· Replace missing boulders on the concrete area on the east side on the park.  Some boulders were removed and placed around the front of the picnic shelters near the lake. 
·   Replace the wood on the park benches and have added trash can structures for the cans at the park like those on the dam. We want to try and keep the trash cans out of sight and secure.
·   Inspect the top of the sea wall and make repairs as needed.   We plan to do these in house for materials cost only.  
Memorial Bench will be placed on the concrete pad on the east side of the park. 
The spring clean up was completed by the lawn contractor, leaves blown out of beds, ornamental grasses cut down, turf area’s mowed , pre-emergent fertilizer applied to turf and landscape beds. Beds were all re mulched. 

Lake committee: Craig Bassett- 
Transducers go in by Nebraska Lakes on Wednesday 4/15.  Bluegill, crappie and Redeye will be added. Herbicide will be applied mid may to the lake. 
Holding off on flower placement at 132nd entrance until we get power to the roundabout

URC (Linda Hamilton)- 
Continued enforcement on visible trash cans and project that havent been clear with ARP
